IB History picks up the study of the world in the 20th century.  It will attempt to shape your previously acquired knowledge and newly acquired knowledge so that the candidate will be able to complete the following objectives:

1. Demonstrate historical understanding through the acquisition, selection and effective use of synthesis of knowledge.

2. Present clear, concise, relevant and well-substantiated arguments.

3. Evaluate, interpret and use source material critically as historical evidence.

4. Identify and evaluate different approaches to, and interpretations of, historical events and topics.

5. Explain the causes and effects of historical continuity and change.

6. Present historical explanations from an international perspective.

7. Plan, organize and present an individual historical investigation.

8. Place events in their historical context.

9. Students at the higher level will also be expected to demonstrate an in-depth historical understanding of around 100 years of history of one region, through acquisition, selection, and effective use and synthesis of knowledge.

These objectives will be the critical ingredients to successfully completing the IB History program.

STUDENT EXPECTATIONS

Tests/Quizzes

1. There will be an exam for each unit studied.  Exams will be worth 100 points, and may consist of multiple- choice, essay, and some short answer.  The exams will include material from the textbooks, supplemental reading, lecture notes, videos, handouts or any other materials given to the student. 
2. Quizzes will be given periodically for the purpose of confirming the student’s commitment to the coursework.  Quizzes will be given with or without prior notice.  The student will be responsible for being prepared on a daily basis.

3. Make up for tests will take place within ONE week of the student’s return to school.  The student is responsible for scheduling the make up test.  Make up tests will only be given before school.  Any other arrangements will be considered on an individual basis.

Homework

1. Reading assignments in the textbook and supplement text will be given on a unit-to-unit basis.  The student is responsible for completing the assigned readings on the appropriate dates.  A reading quiz can be given at any time on any of the readings assigned.  In order for the student to be successful in this course, it is essential that he/she complete all readings on time.

2. Additional homework assignments may include vocabulary, comprehension packets, essays, etc.  The student will be responsible for handing in the designated assignments on time.  If the assignment is one day late, the student will receive half credit.  Credit will not be given for any assignment after the one-day grace period.  If the student is absent, he/she will be given one day for each day absent to make up the assignments.
Classroom Procedures

1. All assignments must be in blue or black ink.  The student’s name, date, and class period will be written in the upper right-hand corner of the paper.  Each assignment must be titled.

2. Papers handed in must be neat and legible.  Improperly prepared papers will not be accepted.

3. Students are not allowed to copy each other’s work.  This is cheating and will result in an “F” grade.

4. Assignments handed in will be placed in the appropriate tray in the back of the classroom.

5. Assignments and other current information will be posted on the board at the front of the room.  The student is responsible for anything posted as well as any other assignments announced by the instructor.
